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	LITERACY

We will be focussing on narrative texts (description of a series of events); for example retelling the life of Florence Nightingale and the adventures of Grace Darling. We will also study some nonsense poetry, studying the work of Edward Lear. Children will be learning how to use different spelling rules and past and present tenses.
Physical Education

	Mathematics
